A liquid solution specifically
engineered for this purpose, DARTmIX has a wide
range of applications including road constructions,
parking lots, walkways, and airfields.

DARTmIiX works by converting an existing soil matrix to
form a solid, efficient surface of low permeability. As a
barrier against moisture, DARTmIX is effective enough
to act as a flexible liner useful in the fortification of
ponds, embankments, and landfills.

When properly applied to virtually any soil, DARTmiX
will control problems associated with dust pollution,
soil erosion and road base failure.

Safe, Cost Effective, Flexible

DARTmIX is a non-toxic organic liquid product, making
it easy and safe to transport, handle, mix and apply. It
is not a waste or by-product of another industry or
process. Its low cost and ability to be applied without
any specialised equipment make it a highly cost
effective solution for road maintenance.




Easy to apply

DARTmIiX solves problems associated with road
stabilisation, dust pollution and soil erosion, by
converting an existing soil matrix to form a solid, highly
moisture resistant surface. This is achieved through the
use of a conventional water truck, grader and roller.

The product is mixed with water and applied multiple
times using the water truck, allowing each application
to thoroughly soak into the upper soil level. For
optimum results, the surface should be scarified using
the grader prior to the first and second applications.

The DARTmIiX solution should also be throughly
blended through the road base using the grader’s
blade or scarifier. The final application is applied after
thorough compaction of the area using a roller,
resulting in a well-sealed, hardwearing surface.

Maintain handling in wet conditions
DARTmIX can be driven on immediately, with traffic
assisting in the final compaction. Unlike competing
products, DARTmIX provides an all-weather driving
surface, excelling in wet weather conditions.
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
